Artist Biography:

She has been nominated for two Doras, two KM Hunter awards, one Canadian Comedy award, and is the recipient of the Ken McDougal Directing Award and a Harold Award for Outstanding Contribution to Independent Theatre in Toronto.

Bouncing Bride: What Is Down Must Go Up was created as a 12-hour installation for Toronto’s Nuit Blanche 2009. It works as an interactive installation suitable as a stand-alone exhibit or as part of a larger event such as a festival, art-circus party or other large-scale art party.

TECHNICAL QUESTIONNAIRE AND INFORMATION  Prior to the Company's arrival, the senior stage technician at PRESENTER's facility shall provide thorough specifications about the dimensions with floor plans, electric, lights/sound equipment of the facility.   

PERFORMANCE FACILITY  This piece is made to be experienced in the round with a frontal view of the projections, with a minimum of 10 x 15 ft at the back of the cake to accommodate a greeting area and the staircase.  The piece can be presented outdoors or indoors (warehouse, church hall or black box) with a minimum of 800 square foot unobstructed open space to allow for a dance floor / viewing area and 18ft ceilings to allow enough height for bouncing.

AUDIENCE SEATING 

Audience is invited to sit on the cake. Other rest areas (such a massage tent and/or cabaret tables) are a good idea as long as there is space for a dance area.

SCHEDULE 

An 8 to 10 hour day to set-up prior to the day of performance is optimal with an additional 2-hour tech rehearsal to be completed 2 hours prior to Opening.

 

The actual set-up period(s) will be determined between the BOUNCING BRIDE Production Manager and PRESENTER's Stage Manager/Technical Director prior to the company's arrival. The performance area should be available to the company for the entire set-up period and not be used by any other attraction, event, etc. until after the final performance and removal of all company property equipment. The set-up period will be used to set up set pieces, set drapes , focus lights, set light levels, set sound, as well as placement of all props and costumes. 

STAGE CREW 

The crew list reflects the magnitude of duties to be accomplished, however a final crew list can be negotiated between the BOUNCING BRIDE and PRESENTER.  If no such discussion should take place, it is agreed that the PRESENTER shall provide a stage crew that will be adequate to execute the following jobs. The crew that is involved with the set up should be the same as the show crew.

1 light board operator 

1 sound engineer and/or DJ

2 running crew

1 wardrobe/costume person

In addition to the above show duties the crew will load-in company equipment, execute lighting & sound, strike, load-out and aid company in preparing the theatre for performance. All the crew should be available during all periods outlined under schedule (see above) for set-up show(s) and strike.

EXTENDED RUNS 

If BOUNCING BRIDE is performing a series of the same show(s) over a period of days please allow for a minimum crew and stage call of four (4) hours before every start time for each show after the opening. No other company or event shall occupy the theatre during the entire run of performances. A complete sound, video and light check, and access to all props and costumes shall be available during the four-hour call. All items in this technical rider shall apply to all performances of a run including meals. 

LIGHTS 

PRESENTER agrees to work with BOUNCING BRIDE prior to the company's arrival to arrange for adequate lighting both on top of the cake and around the cake. An up-to-date lighting plan will be sent three weeks prior to the company's arrival. 

SOUND  

BOUNCING BRIDE is happy to bring on tour our own DJ should the PRESENTER not already have a DJ lined up.  Minimum sounds requirements would include an 8-channel mixer, basic PA with powered speakers, turntables, 2 CD players and headphones.

CATERING
BOUNCING BRIDE is an all-night dance event that is very physically taxing on the performing. The PRESENTER agrees to provide basic catering needs such as water, juice, coffee, fruit, veggies and sandwiches during the run of the performance in addition to the regular per diem.

LAUNDRY FACILITY  

If the PRESENTER has either laundry facility, costume shop or a prop shop the company may ask to use them to launder or make repairs.   

OTHER NEEDS
· Dressing room: A secure Dressing Room is necessary for the brides to change & to leave their personal belongings.

· Security Guard: In the event that there is an expected audience of over 150 people and / or the sale of alcohol, the PRESENTER agrees to provide Security.

PRESENTER PROVIDES
Indoor or Outdoor venue big enough to fit cake: 25 ft” across, 10 ft high (ceiling height should be 18ft or more) + tech booth, dance floor, waiver form area, processing area at the back of the cake. 800 square feet unobstructed.

All lighting equipment + power sources

Projector + power source

Sound system – speakers, mixer, amp, microphone x 1 + DJ turn tables + power sources

Minimum of 4 x 15 amp circuits should be able to power the equipment listed above

Minimum of 2 extension cables per circuit of sufficient length to get from the power source to the cake (with 25 ft surplus)

Crew x 4 persons  (8 hour set up – cake, 4 hour strike)

Crew x 2 persons (4 hour set up lighting and sound equipment, 4 hour strike)

Dressing Room, access to washroom, safe lock storage for tools.

Parking spots (one per vehicle).

1 security guard for venues with expected capacity of more than 150

Waiver Forms (template can be provided) protecting the entire creative team

Insurance – 2 million liability - including the entire creative team listed as additional insured 

Additional “wedding reception” décor 

8 x sandbags or plastic jug water weights

Volunteer brides (if applicable)

Hot Food + drink for crew and artists 

BOUNCING BRIDE and the PRESENTER agree to work together in good faith to provide a safe and productive work environment that will elicit this best possible show.
